CONDITIONS OF ENTRY 

 
1. Hunting or Cross Country dress must be worn.  Crash hats (No fixed peaks) and body 

protectors are compulsory. PLEASE BRING YOUR OWN NUMBER BIB.  Your 
paper number will be ready for collection in the Secretaries Tent..  

2. The Judges decision is final.  
3. Any complaint/objection should to be made in writing to the Secretary and 

accompanied by a deposit of £20 no later than 10 minutes after final results are 
announced. The deposit would be forfeited unless the complaint/objection is upheld. 

4. No entry fees will be refunded unless it is cancelled to due adverse weather conditions 
when the entry fee less 25% will be refunded. 

5. MEDICAL ARMBANDS ARE COMPULSORY. 
6. Spectators on the course must ensure that they listen for instructions from 
        stewards and Jump Judges. 
7. All dogs on the premises and course must be kept on a lead. 
8. All competitors must be properly insured and take part at their own risk. 
9. Please remember all helpers and officials are volunteers. We reserve the right to                 
        disqualify any competitor who abuses a helper or an official. 
10. Neither the owners of the property nor the organisers accept any responsibility for    
        any accident, loss, damage or anything that may happen howsoever caused to the   
        competitors or the public or their property at this event, nor against any legal            
        proceedings arising from any cause or circumstances. 
11. Horses must be 4 years old or older. 
12. There is a timed section in ALL classes. There is a gate to open (NOT TO BE   
         JUMPED!) . 
13. Any horse deemed to be in physical distress at any time around the course will be        
        asked to stop and leave the course. 
14. If competing alone please give the secretary next of kin contact details. 
15. If a competitor falls at a fence it is up to the Fence Judge’s discretion whether they  
        may continue. Three refusals at any fence will result in elimination but the   
        competitor may continue on the course providing there is no interference to other  
        competitors. (If eliminated in the timed section this area must be vacated         
        immediately). 
16. PAIRS: Only one competitor in each pair to wear a numbered bib. 
17. All Classes will be judged on a clear round with the fastest time over the timed   
        section. 
18. OBH Special Prizes awarded to Members, Subscribers, Supporters or Pony Club    
        Members who subscribed during the 2016/17 season.
